To assess the capacity for criticism and synthesis, the criteria in the use of graphic expression systems, the ability to search for information and the ability to communicate orally and in writing, the following documents are requested: 

●       Summary academic and professional curriculum (PDF format, maximum 5 pages)
●       Letter of motivation and explanation of the proposed research
●       Personal graphic portfolio
●       Questionnaire on the specific contents of basic knowledge
  
The academic committee of the doctoral programme will decide on applications based on the following weighting criteria:

●       Adequacy of the degree, assessing the skills acquired in the previous accredited training (40%)
●       Academic and professional curriculum (20%)
●       Letter of motivation and explanation of the proposed research (10%)
●       Personal graphic portfolio (15%)

OBSERVATIONS ON THE MINIMUM REQUIRED DOCUMENTATION

· The Motivation Letter and the Proposed Research Plan must be submitted as two separate documents.

· Document containing the Proposed Research Plan: In order to determine whether the research proposal aligns with the thematic areas foreseen in the program, it must be developed as thoroughly as possible so that the Academic Committee can adequately evaluate it. The format is open (this also serves to assess the candidates’ level), but it should contain at least the following:

Presentation of the proposed topic and outline of the research project (minimum 3,500 words —sections c, d, e, f— excluding the abstract and bibliography), organized according to the structure deemed appropriate, but addressing the following aspects:

a) Title of the work (mandatory). Subtitle of the work (optional, but recommended)
b) Abstract of the proposal (between 150 and 200 words) 
c) Introduction, central object of study, and final objective of the research 
d) Academic context and field of knowledge in which the research is situated. Cases and references 
e) Methodological outline and proposed temporal and thematic planning 
f) General ideas regarding the structure and organizational contents of the work 
g) Bibliography and references used (include only those explicitly cited in the text)
The text must be written in scientific language. Images, if there are, will be considered citations and treated accordingly. The languages permitted are Catalan, English, or Spanish, but they may not be mixed within the same document.
